Course Description
This is a 4-credit course in elementary Japanese. In this course, you will build a

strong foundation in Japanese language acquisition by watching a series of tutorial

videos; you will learn the basics of orthography, reading, writing, listening, speaking,

and cultural information necessary to use Japanese appropriately. Students will also

have a chance to research and present topics about Japanese culture at the end of the

semester. Successful students in this course can take Elementary Japanese II to further

improve their Japanese proficiency.

Course Goals
At the end of the course the students will be able to:

 Listen and comprehend basic spoken Japanese.

 Understand basic grammar concepts.

 Write basic sentences in Japanese.

 Engage in basic daily conversation in Japanese.
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 Show appreciation for and awareness of Japanese culture.

 Develop an understanding of Japanese cultural activities and celebrations.

 Write short sentences and paragraphs on studied topics.

Live sessions Participation
